2011 Final Taxes

Your final 2011 tax bill is enclosed.  Payment is due in two (2) installments, on July 22 and September 23, 2011.

In order to avoid penalty your payment must be received in the Municipal Office by the due dates.

Penalty at the rate of 1 ¼% per month is added to all past due taxes on the first day of each and every month until your account is paid in full.

Your taxes may be paid via pre-authorized payment or telephone/internet banking services of the CIBC, Bank of Montreal, TD Canada Trust, Royal Bank, Bank of Nova Scotia or any Canadian Credit Union.   Payment may be mailed to our postal address; if you require a receipt please provide a self addressed, stamped envelope.  Of course payment can be made in person; please use the Pritchard Lane entrance to our Municipal Office.  We also accept payment by debit card.
This tax bill also indicates any past due taxes and penalty accumulated up to July 31, 2011.

Property owners are responsible to provide to the Municipal Office written notification of any address change.  Failure to receive your tax bill does not exempt penalty charges from being applied to a tax account.  Please contact us if your 911 address is not included with your mailing address on your tax bill.
Preauthorized Payment Plans

Instalment Plan – payments will be deducted from your bank account automatically on the due dates.  Taxes must be paid to date with no overdue amounts.
Arrears Plan – a pre-approved amount will be withdrawn on the last business day of each month to clear up overdue taxes.
10 Month Payment Plan – the current year taxes will be deducted from February to November on the last business day of each month.    Taxes must be paid to date with no overdue amounts.

Budget Highlights
Revenues:

· The average tax increase on existing properties will be 2.90%.  

· An additional 1.08% will be raised from new and improved properties.

· The total 2011 Tax Levy will increase by 3.98% or $209,768.
· Water & Sewer rates will increase by approximately 5% which includes a special levy to pay for the water tower (note: only taxpayers who are connected to the water/sewer system pay for the system).
· OMPF (Provincial funding) has increased from $984,300 to 1,025,200.  This increase includes a Police Services Grant ($34,100) that is subject to annual review.

· Provincial Stewardship (Blue Box-Recycling) Funding has decreased from $178,124 to $87,913.
· Approximately $75,000 of the 2010 surplus will be carried forward to the 2011 budget for general operating expenses.
Expenditures:

· A number of projects will be undertaken in 2011 using the 2010 surplus and the 2011 tax increase.  These projects include:

· Purchase of a new pumper truck for the Fire Department

· Reconstruction of Newcastle and Orde Streets

· Construction on 2 bridges (Clergy bridge on Water Street and Sedgwick Road)

· Construction of 2 columbaria at the Twelve Mile and Minden Cemeteries

· Purchase of new financial software that will improve efficiency

· Building repair and renovations at the Cultural Centre

· Replacement of Ball Diamond electrical system and repair of scoreboard

· ATV/Snowmobile Tourism Development Project

· Official Plan Update
· Policing Costs have increased from $1,109,804 to $1,116,421.

· Wage & Benefit rates will increase approximately 3% and 5% respectively.

· Conferences and Education has increased from $60,100 to 69,500.  This includes an increase in Council conferences from $6,000 to $13,000 to accommodate training for new councillors.

· Insurance has increased from $182,300 to 195,300. 
· The following Stimulus Projects will be completed in 2011 and are funded through the programs noted.  The Township’s share will be financed through Investing in Ontario Funding, Gas Tax Grants, transfers from reserves and a phased-in increase in water and sewer rates:

· Elevated Storage Tank (Water Tower) – Canada Build

· Community Centre/Arena Renovations – RINc

· Riverwalk – Stimulus
· Public washroom and office renovations will be completed through Federal Enabling Accessibility funding.
How Your Tax Dollar is Shared
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TAXATION

· The Education Tax Rate for properties in the Residential Class, prescribed by the Province of Ontario has decreased by 4.15% to 0.00231000.

· The County of Haliburton Tax Rate on properties in the Residential Class has decreased by 4.72% to 0.00176192.

· The General Municipal Tax Rate on properties in the Residential Class has decreased by 4.26% to 0.00306250.

· The result is that the total Tax Rate for properties in the Residential Class has decreased by 4.34% to 0.00713442.

· So a residential property assessed at $100,000.00 will pay $713.44 for 2011 taxes. 
Household Hazardous Waste Days
The Municipality will be sponsoring "Household Hazardous Waste Days" on the Saturday of every long weekend from May to October from 8:00 am to 11:30 am at the Scotch Line Landfill Site:
July 2nd, July 30th, Sept 3rd & Oct 8th
Free Dump Vouchers

To assist with the cost of improving the appearance of our community, an owner of residential property (not vacant land) is eligible to receive one (1) free dump voucher in the year 2011.  A voucher will entitle the holder to deposit at the appropriate Landfill Site, at no cost, a maximum of one-quarter tonne (one standard pick-up truck load) of solid non-hazardous residential waste.  Voucher must be picked up at the Municipal Administration Office.
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Fire Restrictions

[image: image10.wmf]From April 1st to October 31st in any year is "Fire Season".  During Fire Season, no person shall start a fire outdoors for the purpose of burning piled wood, brush, leaves or discarded wood products unless:

a.) the fire is started two (2) hours before sunset, or later, and is extinguished two (2) hours after sunrise, and

b.) a responsible person is available to tend the fire until it is extinguished, and

c.) the material burned is in a single pile that is less than two (2) metres in diameter and less than two (2) metres high, and

d.) the fire is at least two (2) metres from any flammable materials, and

e.) the person tending the fire has adequate tools and or water available to contain the fire.

Any persons setting an outdoor fire shall be responsible for any damage to property or injury to persons, and be liable for all costs incurred by the Fire Department.

If you require further information on these regulations, Fire Chief, Doug Schell, may be contacted at the Fire Hall at 286-1202 for clarification.

A total ban against outdoor burning may be declared when atmospheric conditions or local circumstances warrant it.  Such a ban will be posted at the Tourist Information Centre, located on Highway 35 in Minden, and at area businesses.  It is YOUR responsibility to be aware of fire bans.
