2011 Interim Taxes
The enclosed tax bill reflects your 2011 interim billing.  It is based on 50% of your taxes applicable to the property in the year 2010.

The taxes will be due in two installments, March 18th, 2011 and May 13th, 2011.

Your 2011 total taxes will not be known until the budget is finalized, and the 2011 tax rate is established.  At that time, you will receive the final tax bill for your property, calculated as the total 2011 taxes, less the amount of the interim tax bill.  The final residential tax bill is anticipated to be mailed sometime in June and will be payable in two installments; July and September, 2011.
Should your account have any tax arrears the balance outstanding in this regard will be reflected on the tax bill as well.  Please be advised that penalty on the tax arrears is included up to March 31st, 2011.  Penalty will continue to be added on the first day of each month, at the monthly rate of 1.25%, until payment has been made on the tax arrears.

Your taxes may be paid via pre-authorized payment or telephone/internet banking services of the CIBC, Bank of Montreal, TD Canada Trust, Royal Bank, Bank of Nova Scotia or any Canadian Credit Union.   Payment may be mailed to our postal address; if you require a receipt please provide a self addressed, stamped envelope.  You may also pay your taxes by debit, cheque or cash in person at the Municipal Office, using the Pritchard Lane entrance.
Property owners are responsible to provide to the Municipal Office written notification of any address change.  Failure to receive your tax bill does not exempt penalty charges from being applied to a tax account.  Please contact us if your 911 address is not included with your mailing address on your tax bill.
Supplementary Taxes

Please be advised that if you have constructed a new cottage or home or made any improvements to your property, your assessment will be affected which will result in additional tax billings.  In some cases, it can take up to three years before the information is received by the Township and a single bill will usually be issued for the full amount.  Contact the tax department for more information on how to prepare yourself for such an event.

When is a Building Permit Required?

In general, a building permit is required to erect, install, extend, alter or repair a building.  The following are examples of projects that require building permits.

· Construction of any new structure, including decks, garages, sheds and playhouses, larger than 108 square feet (10 square metres).
· Deck replacement
· Additions

· Renovations to the exterior of your home including construction or repair of foundation, the addition or alteration of windows and doors.

· Interior renovations that change or remove partitions and load-bearing walls, installation of insulation, air/vapour barrier and drywall and changing your HVAC system.
· Installation of a fireplace/woodstove or installation/repair of a chimney.

Fire Restrictions

From April 1st to October 31st in any year is "Fire Season."  During Fire Season there are specific guidelines and regulations that need to be followed.  If you require further information on these regulations, Fire Chief, Doug Schell, may be contacted at the Fire Hall at 286-1202 for further clarification.

A total ban against outdoor burning may be declared when atmospheric conditions or local circumstances warrant it.  Such a ban will be advertised and posted at various locations throughout the township.  It is YOUR responsibility to be aware of fire bans.

Smoke detectors are mandatory, one on each level of your home, and MUST be checked on a regular basis.
Parking on Township Roads and Streets
Please refrain from parking on Township roadways in winter as it causes delays to snow removal and dangerous conditions for fellow motorists.

Please reduce speed when approaching work zones.  We care about our employees' safety.  

Please insure that you have the proper permits or approvals for driveway entrances and underground cable or water lines that run under Township roadways.
PLEASE NOTE: The Ontarians with Disabilities Act, 2001 states that municipalities must charge a minimum fine of $300.00 if a vehicle is found illegally parked in an area designated for Disabled Persons Parking.

Free Dump Vouchers

To assist with the cost of improving the appearance of our community, an owner of residential property (not vacant land) is eligible to receive one (1) free dump voucher in the year 2011.  A voucher will entitle the holder to deposit at the appropriate Landfill Site, at no cost, a maximum of one-quarter tonne (one standard pick-up truck load) of solid non-hazardous residential waste.  Voucher must be picked up at the Municipal Administration Office.
Important Recycling Information
Residents are reminded that mandatory recycling is now in effect at all Township landfill sites.  Please separate household garbage from recyclables at home and deposit recyclables in the appropriate bins at the landfill site. Information regarding materials which may be recycled can be obtained from all landfill attendants or directly from the Municipal office.  Blue boxes are available at the Municipal office for $3.00 for the first one and $6.00 for any additional boxes.  Remember, recycling is free.
