CALL TO ORDER


Reeve McMahon welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.

DECLARATION OF PECUNIARY INTEREST


Councillor Oyler declared a conflict with respect to item 6 (a) on today’s agenda as his wife is a member of the Ontario Trillium Foundation Grant Review Team for Haliburton and surrounding area.  Councillor Oyler did not participate in any discussion as he vacated his chair and the Council Chambers.
DELEGATIONS

Mark Coleman re:  Poker Lakes


The following information was provided by Mark Coleman regarding the Poker Lakes:
· Program has been well received (2nd year of operation)

· Attendance has increased and program continues to grow

· Family oriented – public is happy with clean sites 

· Requests have been received for winter programming & Algonquin Highlands is moving forward with a proposal to expand the program into the winter months for a trial period (closed for a two week period between Christmas and New Years) reservation/permit system will remain on

· Raised concerns re:  potential risk management and liability if area is used year round but only managed (inspections and maintenance) for a portion of the year 

· Program is getting closer to cost recovery

· Discussed partnership with Minden Hills and Lake of Bays, noting each municipality has identical by-laws for operating dates and fee structure and expressed hope that partners would concur with expanding the program into the winter months
· Water Trails are a nice, inexpensive place for families to utilize 
· When questioned about a financial contribution, Mr. Coleman advised of the Township’s initial contribution of $11,000.  He noted the Township’s contribution towards the capital project in 2009 for improvements to the parking lot and removal of a tree hazard.  With regards to extending the program, Mr. Coleman stated that Algonquin Highlands was taking a leadership role and the extension was being supported by reservation revenue and when questioned, emphasized that there was no cost to Minden Hills.  He further noted that any request for financial support would pertain to a specific capital project that needed funding
· When questioned about the extended operating season, Mr. Coleman advised that the office would be staffed seven days per week.  He noted that staff were able to run the office and were by-law enforcement officers, could run equipment and perform reservation duties
· Mr. Coleman was asked about utilizing enhanced OPP and he advised that the OPP were present on Labour Day, checking for open alcohol, boating equipment and other offences.  He advised that over 500 reservations were check in with a 99% compliance rate.  He noted that one group, disrespectful of the area was charged with camping at a non-designated site, cutting trees, leaving garbage etc. and advised the group has a future Court date

· Mr. Coleman stated that he would be happy to provide a power point presentation if Council required any further information on the program and the proposed expansion

Fuel for Warmth Program


Joanne MacLean and Joanne Barnes requested financial support of their Fuel for Warmth Program, to provide fuel to those in need.  They noted that while working at the Minden Food Bank, they discovered that some families have gone cold and did not have wood, oil or propane throughout the winter.  They further noted:
· Partnered with Minden Bible Church – donations may be made through a separate trust account with the Church

· Client requires inspection certificate for tank to ensure it is up to code prior to delivery of fuel
· Actively seeking out sources for funding (grants, etc.)

The request for financial support of the Fuel for Warmth Program was referred to Budget deliberations in November.

Memo from Road Superintendent re:  2009/2010 County Winter Road Maintenance Agreement

The Road Superintendent advised that he had reviewed the proposal.  When questioned, the Superintendent advised that fuel prices were down significantly (20% lower than the previous year) and was satisfied with the proposed agreement.

CULTURE, PARKS & RECREATION – Councillor Reid in the Chair
a)
Memorandum from Riverwalk Committee re:  Potential Application to the Ontario Trillium Foundation for the November 1st, 2009 intake.

The Deputy Reeve advised that this application would complete all phases of the plan for the Riverwalk Project.  She stated that Council had previously expressed that the Riverwalk Project was their number one priority and expressed hope that the project (Master Plan) would be completed before a new Council was elected.   The Deputy Reeve discussed the linkage with the Cultural Centre (pathways) and stated that this was a win/win situation, making Minden a destination place, a crucial part of Economic Development.

A request was made for a breakdown of costs per element and the Deputy Reeve advised that the Committee was requesting permission to proceed and advised that a budget could be prepared.


Clarification was requested as to how the $190,000 price was arrived at.  The Deputy Reeve noted that the proposed application to Trillium was for $70,000 with the balance being the Township’s responsibility.

The Deputy Reeve advised that tenders for the Clergy House Creek Bridge, electrical and low level lighting of the Riverwalk Pathway (to be considered at the Special Council Meeting following COTW) had come in much lower than expected and asked Council to consider putting the difference into this phase of Riverwalk.


The Deputy Reeve stated that the project was almost finished and reiterated the Committee’s desire to see this Council finish the Riverwalk Master Plan.

Further discussion included:

· There may be other priorities for the $120,000 i.e. Community Centre capital improvements

· Support expressed for the project but proposal should be submitted to the Finance Committee & apply for funding in 2010 (there may be other funding available)

· $120,000 represents 3% increase on the tax payer & should therefore go to budget deliberations

· Ok with delaying application provided the project is not dropped before completion – it would be a shame not to complete the project during this term of Council

· Five Year Strategic Plan being completed for the Cultural Centre

· Look at organization as a whole for future application (i.e.  improvements to Lochlin Community Centre, Museum, etc.)

· There are three intakes per year and a detailed budget was requested to better understand the total investment
