CALL TO ORDER


Reeve McMahon welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.


The Reeve advised that this was a Public Meeting held by Council under Section 34 of the Planning Act.  He declared the meeting open and noted that the purpose was to consider a By-law Amendment for the Rezoning of Part Lot 11, Concession 5 in the geographic Township of Snowdon, by Paul Wilson, Agent for Peter Dahl and Nana McKernan.

PURPOSE OF THE AMENDMENT


Heather Sadler, EcoVue Planning Consultants, advised that the proposed zoning amendment was to change the zoning of Part Lot 11, Concession 5, geographic Township of Snowdon from the Rural (RU) Zone and the Hazard Land (HZ) Zone to the Shoreline Residential (SR) Zone and Hazard Land (HZ) Zone, to fulfill a Condition of Consent (h-059/09).  Ms. Sadler advised that this consent has been given conditional approval by the County of Haliburton Land Division Committee.  It was noted that the subject lands are vacant and there are no immediate plans for development.  The applicant has no other applications filed with the Township regarding this property at this time.
