CALL TO ORDER:


Reeve McMahon welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.

PURPOSE OF THE MEETING:


Reeve McMahon advised that this was a Public Meeting held by Council under Section 34 of the Planning Act. He declared this public meeting open and the purpose was to consider a By-law amendment for the Rezoning of Part Lot 6, Concession A, in the geographic Township of Minden by BEAVERBROOK Golf Course Ltd.
