CALL TO ORDER


Reeve McMahon welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.


The Reeve advised that this Public Meeting was being held by Council under Section 34 of the Planning Act.  He declared the Public Meeting opened and the purpose was to consider a By-law Amendment for the rezoning of Part Lot 24, Concession 5, in the geographic Township of Minden by Conlan, Farrell, Hampson (Paul Wilson, Agent).

EXPLANATION


The Planning Administrator, Elinor Kernohan advised that the proposed zoning amendment was to change the zoning of Part Lot 24, Concession 5, geographic Township of Minden from the Rural (RU) Zone to the Shoreline Residential Zone (SR), Shoreline Residential Exception Zones (SR-30 and SR-31) as a condition of severance.  The applicant is the owner of 14.5 ha (35.8 acres) of property with frontage on Caribou Road and County Road 21 which is being reconfigured.  There is no new development but exceptions to the By-law are required to recognize that the buildings which have existed for years are closer to the high water mark than permitted in By-law 06-10.  The frontage is less than By-law 06-10 requires as well but the acreage in each lot far exceeds the requirement.  Upon completion of this file, there will still be only three dwelling units on three separate lots.  

COMMENTS

Paul Wilson, agent for the applicant advised he was the agent for the applicant and was present to ask any questions.

There being no further questions, Reeve McMahon advised this completed the Public Meeting process and noted that the item would be referred to the by-law portion of today’s Council Meeting and will be discussed and considered along with all written and verbal submission.
