CALL TO ORDER


Reeve McMahon welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.

PURPOSE OF THE MEETING


Reeve McMahon advised that this Public Meeting was being held under Section 34 of the Planning Act.  He declared the meeting open and advised that the purpose of the meeting was to consider a By-law Amendment for the Rezoning of Part Lot 4, Concession 3, in the geographic Township of Minden by Susan Daudelin.  

EXPLANATION


The Planning Consultant advised that the proposed zoning amendment was to change the zoning of Part Lot 4, Concession 3, geographic Township of Minden from the Highway Commercial (C1) Zone to the Shoreline Residential Exception Thirty-Four (SR-34) Zone and Hazard land Exception Two (HZ-2) Zone.  There is a Holding Symbol with the Shoreline Residential Exception Zones as the applicant is redeveloping what was a cottage resort on Minden Lake.  It was noted that the applicant has two applications for consent in process (H-050/2010 and H-051/2010) and will be creating two new lots which require a zoning change.  A portion of the land will remain the Highway Commercial (C1) Zone.  

The Planning Consultant advised that there are numerous accessory buildings located on this property and it will be necessary to remove all but one sleeping cabin so that each new lot will have a main dwelling unit and the correct number of accessory buildings as required in the Shoreline Residential Zone.  

It was noted that structures are not permitted in the Hazard Zone, but this amendment has an exception to permit the installation of a culver to assist in crossing the stream.
COMMENTS


Reeve McMahon asked if the applicant wished to make any comments.


Reeve McMahon asked if anyone wished to speak to the proposed By-law Amendment.


Reeve McMahon asked three times if anyone wished to speak in opposition to the proposed Zoning By-law Amendment, and if so to identify themselves for the record


Reeve McMahon asked three times if anyone wished to speak in favour of the proposed Zoning By-law Amendment, and if so, to identify themselves for the record.


Reeve McMahon asked the Planning Administrator if she had received any written comments.  The Planning Administrator read a letter from Mr. Wentworth Hogg, the adjacent property owner, stating they had no objections but questioned access.

The Reeve asked members of Council if they had any questions.


Hearing nothing further, Reeve McMahon stated that if members of the public wished further information, to please come forward and sign the information sheet on the table with their name, address and phone number.


There being no further questions,
Reeve McMahon stated that this completed the Public Meeting process.  He advised that this item would be referred to the by-law portion of the September 30th, 2010 Council Meeting and would be discussed and considered along with all written and verbal submission.
