CALL TO ORDER


Reeve McMahon welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.


The Reeve advised that this Public Meeting was being held by Council under Sections 17 and 34 of the Planning Act.  He declared the Public Meeting opened and the purpose was to consider a By-law Amendment for the rezoning of Part Lot 11, Concession 3, in the geographic Township of Anson by Jim Garbutt.

EXPLANATION 


The Planning Consultant advised that the proposed zoning amendment was to change the zoning of Part Lot 11, Concession 3, geographic Township of Anson from the Shoreline Residential (SR) Zone to the Shoreline Residential Exception 27 and Shoreline Residential Exception Zone 28 as a condition of consent.  Ms. Sadler advised that this property had been assessed under one lot with two separate dwelling units (cottages).  It is necessary to change the zone on these properties to reflect the deficiencies with respect to lot frontage and or area as each lot does not totally conform to the standards set out in By-law 06-10.

It was noted that the retained parcel is deficient in lot area, frontage, front yard setback and setback from the high water mark.  The severed parcel is deficient in front yard setback, and setback from the high water mark.  Despite the deficiencies, there is no perceived impact to any natural features or surrounding land uses as the dwellings already exist.  Therefore, an exception zone for both newly created properties is necessary to recognize these deficiencies.

COMMENTS


Reeve McMahon asked if the applicant wished to make any comments and Mr. Garbutt advised that he was present to answer any questions.


Reeve McMahon asked three times if anyone wished to speak to the proposed amendment.


Hearing nothing, the Reeve then asked three times if anyone wished to speak in opposition to the proposed amendment.


Hearing nothing, the Reeve then asked three times if anyone wished to speak in favour of the proposed amendment.


The Reeve then asked the Planning Administrator if she had received any written comments and she replied that she had not.


The Reeve asked if Council had any questions.  


Hearing nothing, the Reeve advised that if the public wished further information, they were to come forward and sign the information sheet on the table and provide their name, address and phone number.


There being no further questions or comments, the Reeve stated that this completed the Public Meeting process.  He noted that this item would be referred to the by-law portion of today’s Council Meeting and would be discussed and considered along with all written and verbal submissions.
