CALL TO ORDER


Reeve McMahon welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.

PURPOSE OF THE MEETING


Reeve McMahon announced that this was a Public Meeting held by Council under Section 34 of the Planning Act.  The Public Meeting was declared open and the purpose was to consider a By-law amendment for the Rezoning of Part Lot 7, Concession 2, in the geographic Township of Lutterworth by Green Dirt Living Inc.

EXPLANATION


The Planning Administrator advised that the proposed zoning amendment was to change the zoning of Part Lot 7, Concession 2, geographic Township of Lutterworth from the Rural (RU) Zone to the Shoreline Residential (SR) Zone.  Two applications for consent have been approved and a rezoning change is a requirement as condition of consent.  Existing lots are being reconfigured but no additional lots are being created as a result of this zoning application.  Davis Lake is listed as being at capacity in the Official Plan and no new development is permitted unless unique or special circumstances allow the development to occur.  Only existing development rights are recognized.

COMMENTS


The Reeve asked if the applicant wished to make any comments.  The applicant’s agent, Greg Bishop, advised that the applicant had submitted an application for a Zoning By-law Amendment and noted that the subject property is currently zoned Rural (RU) in Zoning By-law No. 06-10.  The purpose of the proposed amendment is to further amend By-law 06-10, Schedule 18, to permit suitable lots on which to construct seasonal dwelling units.  He further noted that the applicant has two applications for consent in process and the zoning change is a condition of consent.

Reeve McMahon asked if anyone wished to speak to the proposed By-law amendment.


Reeve McMahon asked three times if anyone wished to speak in opposition to the proposed By-law, and if so, to identify themselves for the record.


Reeve McMahon asked three times if anyone wished to speak in favour of the proposed By-law amendment.


Reeve McMahon asked if the Planning Administrator had received any written comments.   The Planning Administrator replied that at the time of preparing the agenda (October 19th) the following correspondence had been received:

1) E-mail from Dave Howe, dated October 17th, 2010

2) E-mail reply from EcoVue to Mr. Howe’s letter above


She further noted that since October 19th, 2010, the following e-mails had been received:

1) C. Stata, K. Ramirez – oppose by-law, but no reasons given

2) E. McGuirl – has concerns regarding joining Rigsby Lane to Century Lane, but realized that was a “google” oversight.  He now supports the zoning change from RU to SR as SR is more restrictive

3) Betty Sovereign – thanks us “it is great to know that our lakefront concerns are finally resolved.”


The Planning Administrator stated that she was not aware of any outstanding issues on the file.


Reeve McMahon asked if Council had any questions.


Councillor Reid thanked members of municipal and count staff and the applicant’s agent for the site visit, as there had been some confusion about the application. 


Reeve McMahon stated that if the public wished further information, they were to come forward and sign the information sheet on the table with your name, address and phone number.


There being no further questions, Reeve McMahon advised that this completed the Public Meeting process.  He stated that this item would be referred to the by-law portion of today’s Council Meeting and would be discussed and considered along with all written and verbal submissions.
