CALL TO ORDER


Deputy Reeve Murdoch welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.


The Deputy Reeve advised that this Public Meeting was being held by Council under Section 34 of the Planning Act.  She declared the Public Meeting opened and the purpose was to consider a By-law Amendment for the rezoning of Part Lot 36, Concession A, in the geographic Township of Lutterworth by Paul Wilson, Agent for Royce Miller and Donna Jennings
EXPLANATION 


The Planning Administrator advised that the proposed zoning amendment was to change the zoning of Part Lot 36, Concession A, geographic Township of Lutterworth from the Rural (RU) Zone to the Rural Residential (RR) Zone and two Rural Residential Exception (RR*) Zones.  The applicant has been given conditional approval by the County of Haliburton Land Division Committee to create four new lots in accordance with planning documents.  The rezoning is required to change the zoning on two lots to a Rural Residential use; whereas the exception zones are required to permit the existing single detached dwelling unit to remain in its original location (closer to the front yard than permitted) and to allow an existing barn to remain as an accessory building without a principal residence.
