CALL TO ORDER


Deputy Reeve Murdoch welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.


The Deputy Reeve advised that this Public Meeting was being held by Council under Section 34 of the Planning Act.  She declared the Public Meeting opened and the purpose was to consider a By-law Amendment for the rezoning of Part Lot 28, Concession 7, in the geographic Township of Minden by Robert and Yael Novak.
EXPLANATION 


The Planning Administrator advised that the proposed zoning amendment was to change the zoning of Part Lot 28, Concession 7, geographic Township of Minden  from the Shoreline Residential Exception Twenty (SR-20) Zone to the Recreational Commercial Exception Eighteen (C3-18) Zone to permit an accessory structure without a primary dwelling.  The subject lands are currently occupied by a 64 sq.m structure that houses the applicant’s pottery workshop and also acts as storage for finished work.  It is also proposing to add a definition for Arts and Crafts Establishment to Section 3 of By-law 06-10.

COMMENTS


Deputy Reeve Murdoch asked if the applicant wished to make any comments.  Mr. Novak stated that he was present to answer any questions.

Deputy Reeve Murdoch asked if anyone wished to speak to the proposed amendment.


Hearing nothing, the Deputy Reeve then asked if anyone wished to speak in opposition to the proposed amendment.


Hearing nothing, the Deputy Reeve then asked if anyone wished to speak in favour of the proposed amendment.


Donna Evans stated that she was in favour of the proposed amendment.  She advised that the structure (building) is sufficient and the pottery workshop is an attribute to the community.


The Deputy Reeve then asked the Planning Administrator if she had received any written comments and she replied that she had received a letter on behalf of Mr. Calver, whose home is immediately beside the lot in question and faces the structure where sales will be permitted.  Mr. Calver’s letter expressed concern that future growth of the business could impact their enjoyment of their property as well as the wildlife due to increased noise and pollution.  The Planning Administrator also advised that the MTO had replied with no objections.

Mr. Novak stated that there may be one or two visitors per day.


The Deputy Reeve asked if Council had any questions.  


When questioned, the Planning Administrator advised that forty-two notices were sent out on February 3rd, to property owner’s permanent mailing address as appears on the assessment roll.


The Deputy Reeve advised that if the public wished further information, they were to come forward and sign the information sheet on the table and provide their name, address and phone number.


There being no further questions or comments, the Deputy Reeve stated that this completed the Public Meeting process.  She noted that this item would be referred to the by-law portion of today’s Council Meeting and would be discussed and considered along with all written and verbal submissions.
