CALL TO ORDER


Reeve McMahon welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.

PURPOSE OF THE MEETING


Reeve McMahon advised that the Public Meeting was being held by Council under Section 34 of the Planning Act.  He declared the Public Meeting opened and advised that the purpose of the meeting was to consider a By-law Amendment for the Rezoning of Part Lot 24, Concession 5, in the geographic Township of Lutterworth by Connie Prentice.

PROPOSAL


The Planning Administrator advised that the proposed zoning amendment was to change the zoning of Part Lot 24, Concession 5, geographic Township of Lutterworth from the Rural (RU) and Shoreline Residential (SR) Zones to the Shoreline Residential Exception Thirty-Two (SR-32) Zone.  It was noted that there is a severance in process that would result in a lot addition from Mr. Wahlroth’s property zoned Rural (RU) to the Prentice lot zoned Shoreline Residential (SR).  The Prentice’s are then rebuilding an existing legal non-complying dwelling unit that is located closer than 15m from the high water mark of Moore Lake.  The new building will be located farther back from the front yard than the current one, but will not be constructed closer than 15m.   This SR exception zone will allow for the existing lot and lot addition to be the same zone and provide for a minimum setback of 15m from the normal high water mark for the new dwelling unit. 


It was explained that the public notice that appeared in the Minden Times was prepared from a template and an incorrect reference was made to Kashagawigamog Lake.  The oversight does not adversely impact the process; however, as an actual notice has been posted on the property as well as personal mailings were made as required under the Planning Act.
COMMENTS


Reeve McMahon asked if the applicant wished to make any comments.


Mr. Prentice advised that he and his wife were present to answer any questions.  He noted the slopes of the property and their intention was to design a building that fit within the property, would look good and satisfy the neighbours. He noted that they wished to proceed as quickly as possible.


Reeve McMahon asked if anyone wished to speak to the proposed By-law amendment, and if so, identify themselves for the record.

Reeve McMahon asked if anyone wished to speak in opposition to the proposed By-law amendment.

Reeve McMahon asked if anyone wished to speak in favour of the proposed By-law amendment.


Reeve McMahon asked the Planning Administrator if she had received and written comments and she replied that she had received the following:

· Letter from MTO stating they have no objection

· Letter from Brian & Ruth Gollop, immediate neighbours to the south advising that they have no issued with the size, height or placement of the new building on the lot.

Reeve McMahon asked if members of Council had any questions.

Reeve McMahon announced to the public if they wished further information, to please come forward and sign the information sheet on the table with their name, address and phone number.

There being no further questions, Reeve McMahon advised that this completed the Public Meeting process.  He noted the item will be referred to the by-law portion of the July 29th, 2010 Council Meeting and will be discussed and considered along with all written and verbal submissions.

ADJOURNMENT


Reeve McMahon declared this portion of the Public Meeting Closed.  He reiterated that the by-law to rezone the subject property would be considered as part of the regular Council Agenda schedule for later in today’s meeting, but that all information received at this public meeting would be taken into consideration before a by-law is passed.
