CALL TO ORDER


Deputy Reeve Murdoch welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.


The Deputy Reeve advised that this Public Meeting was being held by Council under Section 34 of the Planning Act.  She declared the Public Meeting opened and the purpose was to consider a By-law Amendment for the rezoning of Part Lot 3, Concession 12, in the geographic Township of Lutterworth by Alfredo Rico.

EXPLANATION 


The Planning Administrator advised that the proposed zoning amendment was to change the zoning of Part Lot 3, Concession 12, geographic Township of Lutterworth from the Rural (RU) Zone to the Highway Commercial (C1) but when the Townships amalgamated, the subject lands were not zoned correctly in the new Zoning By-law 06-10 – an oversight that will be corrected with this amendment.
COMMENTS


Deputy Reeve Murdoch asked if the applicant wished to make any comments.


Hearing nothing, the Deputy Reeve Murdoch asked if anyone wished to speak to the proposed amendment.


Hearing nothing, the Deputy Reeve then asked if anyone wished to speak in opposition to the proposed amendment.


Hearing nothing, the Deputy Reeve then asked if anyone wished to speak in favour of the proposed amendment.


The Deputy Reeve then asked the Planning Administrator if she had received any written comments and she replied that she had received a letter from the Ministry of Transportation, stating they had no objections but advising the applicant of the following:
· Ministry’s permit control jurisdiction extends 46m from highway property line and 183m from the centre point of intersections.  Ministry building and land use permits are required for any new buildings, septic systems, wells, etc. within the permit control area

· New buildings and septic systems must maintain minimum setback of 14m from highway property line and wells must maintain minimum 30m

· An entrance permit is required prior to construction of any new entrances to the highway


The Deputy Reeve asked if Council had any questions.  


Hearing nothing, the Deputy Reeve advised that if the public wished further information, they were to come forward and sign the information sheet on the table and provide their name, address and phone number.


There being no further questions or comments, the Deputy Reeve stated that this completed the Public Meeting process.  She noted that this item would be referred to the by-law portion of today’s Council Meeting and would be discussed and considered along with all written and verbal submissions.
