PURPOSE OF THE MEETING

	The Reeve advised that the purpose of the meeting was to remove the Holding Symbol from property in Part Lot 14, Concession 14, in the geographic Township of Lutterworth owned by James Duerr.

EXPLANATION

	The Planning Administrator advised that the proposed by-law will remove the Holding Symbol on the above-noted property.  She advised that the property is currently zoned Shoreline Residential Exception 26 Holding (SR-26) (H).  Mr. Duerr had applied for a re-zoning to recognize the existing cottage as a Bunkie.  The zoning amendment was approved by Council on the conditions that the kitchen facilities be removed from the existing cottage and that the owner purchase the Shore Road Allowance on which the cottage was located. The Planning Administrator noted that all conditions attached to the Holding provision have been met and it is proper to remove the Holding symbol so the zone will be Shoreline Residential Exception 26 (SR-26).
