	Reeve Barb Reid welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.

PURPOSE OF THE MEETING:
	
	The Reeve advised that the meeting was being held by Council under Section 34 of the Planning Act.  She noted this Public Meeting was declared open and was to consider a By-law Amendment for the Rezoning of Part Lot 17, Concession 13, in the geographic Township of Minden by Joy Johnson and Steven Mann.

EXPLANATION:

	The Planning Administrator advised that the proposed zoning amendment was to change the zoning of Part Lot 17, Concession 13, geographic Township of Minden from the Rural Residential (RR) Zone to the Rural Residential Exception 7 ((RR-7) and Rural Residential Exception 8 (RR-8) Zone.  There are currently two single detached dwellings and one accessory shed on the property.
