The Treasurer pointed out that in 2010 OCWA would be running the Lutterworth plant as the Operator will be off on medical leave six to eight months,  whereas in 2011 it was being recommended that the plant be operated by municipal staff.

The capital shortfall was noted and it was felt that there may be very little difference in numbers and Council would be in the same position next year.
