CALL TO ORDER


Reeve McMahon welcomed everyone and called the Public Meeting to order.  He advised that the meeting was being held by Council under Section 34 of the Planning Act and was to consider a by-law to amend By-law 06-10 (Township’s Zoning By-law).

PURPOSE OF THE MEETING


The Planning Administrator advised that the proposed zoning amendment is considered a housekeeping by-law to clarify certain sections of the by-law and to add a minimum area for dwellings in a Rural Zone.   She noted that the amendment will recognize previous Committee of Adjustment or Ontario Municipal Board decisions approved prior to By-law 06-10 and deem them to be a variance to this by-law.


The Planning Administrator advised that the proposed amendment clarifies Section 4.1.12 (e) with respect to the installation of docks.  She noted that they will basically be treated similar to the shore road allowance situations where lot lines are projected straight into the water.  She  advised that the amendment also adds a new row in Table 4 to include a minimum area for dwelling units in a Rural Zone to be 55 sq. m., (the same as in other zones) as there had been no previous provision.

PUBLIC COMMENT


Reeve McMahon asked if there was anyone who wished to speak to the proposed By-law amendment.  Hearing none, he asked if anyone wished to speak in opposition to the proposed By-law, and if so to identify them for the record.  Hearing none, Reeve McMahon asked if anyone wished to speak in favour of the proposed By-law Amendment and if so, to please identify themselves for the record.  There were no comments from the public.

WRITTEN COMMENTS


The Planning Administrator advised that she had received comments from Ms. Laurie Bruce regarding the Committee of Adjustment amendment, but had formally withdrawn her comments.

COUNCIL QUESTIONS


Council members did not have any questions concerning the proposed Zoning By-law Amendment.


Reeve McMahon stated that if the public wished further information, they were to please come forward and sign the information sheet on the table with their name, address and phone number.


There being no further questions or comments, the Reeve declared that this completed the Public Meeting process.  He advised that this item will be referred to the By-law portion of the September 25th, 2008 Council Meeting and would be discussed and considered along with all written and verbal submissions.
