CALL TO ORDER


Reeve McMahon welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.


The Reeve advised that the Public Meeting was being held under Section 34 of the Planning Act and stated that the purpose of the meeting was to consider a By-law amendment for the Rezoning of Part Lots 21 and 22, Concession 2, in the geographic Township of Minden by Greg Bishop on behalf of Keith and Shirley Hill.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT


The Planning Administrator advised that the property in this amendment is zoned Shoreline Residential (SR) and Rural (RU).  A severance is in process and 15 acres of the property zoned RU is being added to the SR lot.  She advised that the applicant wishes to use the combined property for residential purposes with normal accessory buildings.  An Exception Zone is required to create a Rural Exception zone that permits residential uses such as the construction of a residential dwelling unit and related accessory buildings.  The portion that is zoned SR fronts on Lake Kashagawigamog Road and is a vacant lot owned by Judith Paul.  The Official Plan requires back-lots (within 984’) of the lake to be at least 10 acres.  She noted that both properties exceed the size for back-lots as recommended in the Official Plan.  The Planning Administrator further noted that Lake Kashagawigamog is at capacity.

The Planning Administrator advised that a dwelling unit could be constructed on each lot and the setbacks in each zone would apply.  The RU Zone setbacks are larger than those in the SR zone.  The Planning Administrator stated that it appears that a Rural Exception zone is appropriate and is an improvement over what is allowed now as development will be restricted to a specific location.  She noted two building lots exist before the severance and two building lots will exist after.   She further stated that the purpose of the RU exception zone is to limit the uses on this property to those in a residential zone and to recognize that the lot does not have sufficient frontage (330’) for a rural zone.

COUNCIL/PUBLIC COMMENTS

Councillor Oyler asked if two buildings would be allowed and Mr. Bishop replied that currently two buildings would be permitted.  He stated that the rezoning would result in the “best of both worlds.”

Reeve McMahon asked if anyone wished to speak to the proposed by-law amendment.   Hearing none, he requested three times if any wished to speak in opposition to or in favour of the proposed by-law.


The Planning Administrator advised that she had received written comments from the neighbour adjacent to the subject property, expressing concern relative to the barn, run-off and contamination.   The Planning Administrator stated that she believed their concerns had been resolved and noted that they will receive the Notice of Decision and will have the right to an appeal.


Reeve McMahon stated that if the public wished further information, they were to come forward and sign the information sheet on the table.


There being no further questions, the Reeve stated that this completed the Public Meeting process.  He advised that this item will be referred to the by-law portion of the March 27th, 2008 Council Meeting and will be discussed and considered along with all written and verbal submissions.

Reeve McMahon declared the Public Meeting closed.
