· Provided work history – he has worked with guard dogs and mushers

· There are no bad dogs, just bad dog owners

· Their licenced kennel is centrally located in Haliburton County and able to serve all four municipalities

· Beechtree kennel is in proper zone

· Would like to offer their services to all four municipalities and public

· Have made presentation to Highlands East and would like to present to Algonquin Highlands and Dysart

· Cannot just service one municipality as the cost would be prohibitive

· In the end – all pricing is negotiable
· Pound would be for stray dogs and feral cats as well

Mr. Herzog was advised that his proposal had been referred to budget.  He was advised that animal control is legislated at the lower tier level.

It was suggested that the CBO’s of each of the four lower tier municipalities meet with Mr. Herzog and Ms. Bennett for them to make a recommendation to their collective Councils.  The Reeve encouraged Ms. Bennett and Mr. Herzog to make presentations to Dysart and Algonquin Highlands Councils.
