DELEGATIONS

a) Jamie Stephens, Director, Seedorf Power Corp


Mr. Stephens detailed the possibilities of using the roof of the community centre and roof of the curling club for solar power.  He discussed:

· New Canadian Company (based in German) with the experience of 200+ installations – specializing in small to medium roof top solar projects in rural areas

· Discussed difference between owner/operator vs. landlord -  owner/operators take the risk and receive more financial reward 

· Discussed the Green Energy Act

· Noted that application requirements include one green facility on one property (the curling club and community centre are on one piece of property and both facilities would have solar power installed at the same time

· Discussed rate to be paid  

· Consulted with Hydro One & there is capacity

· Application requires access to the roof 
· Discussed the need for safety with regards to weight on the roof

· When questioned, discussed connection to the grid (stability)

· Concern raised regarding costs associated with the project

· $500.00 application fee required and other stages require further deposits

· Discussed two year commitment to go forward

· Council questioned the stability of the rate and Mr. Stephens discussed the Laws of Ontario – he also stated that a new project in two years could be less & advised rates will be reviewed during the summer of 2011

· When questioned about the payment the Township could expect to see, Mr. Stephens stated that the amount of payment would be based on revenue from the project and our share as landlord or as owner/operator  

b) Bill Jordan, VP Operations, Blue Power


Mr. Jordan advised that Blue Power was a local Canadian Company and he was a local resident of Carnarvon.  He further discussed:

· The Green Energy Program – many jobs are being created

· Some companies are bringing in foreign experience

· Township would receive 50% and noted using the existing building, engineering, permits etc. would all be provided 

· Company is a member of the Ontario Energy Board

· Discussed liability and noted the need to connect with the Ontario Power Authority, local Safety Authority and Hydro One

· If the Township applies now, $.70 is guaranteed for 20 years 

· Advantage of Minden Hills being located on the 45th parallel

· Will generate good income 

· Discussed the benefits of solar power – taking the stress off power lines, reducing coal emissions, and shut down of nuclear 

· Encouraged members of Council to visit the Microfit website 

· 200 kw system will generate $100,000 for the Township

i) Fire Summary Report – November 2010

The report was received for information.

ii) Report from Fire Chief re:  New Pumper Truck

The Chief advised that the 1990 pumper was scheduled for replacement in 2010, but the purchase was postponed until 2012.  The Chief requested permission to proceed with the tendering for the new pumper as it will take 8 – 10 months for the truck to be built, with delivery in 2012.  The Chief reviewed the financial implications, noting that the cost of the new pumper truck would be approximately $360,000 and presently there is $220,000 in the 2010 Fire Department Reserve.

Further discussion included:

· The Fire Chief explaining the need for a custom truck (area we serve and existing truck is close to weight capacity) noting a custom truck would be longer and house hydraulics and a generator.  The Chief discussed the raised roof (cab-over) and advised of a console area at the back for paperwork
· Chief stated that there are many challenging areas in the municipality and advised that with a cab-over there is a smaller turning radius 

· Only accurate way to price a new pumper truck is by quotation

· Timing of delivery and financing were detailed

· Other options were suggested (i.e. vehicles from Toronto or Mississauga) and the Chief advised that their surplus units go to public auction and are sold on an “as is” basis

· It was  stated that a new truck is the preferred route for new equipment but due diligence needs to be exercised 

· Advised of a five year plan, money is put into Reserve in order to have the money to purchase

· The benefit of drop-down chains was explained 

· Discussed the benefit of the truck not losing pressure when taking water out of the lake

· When questioned the Chief advised that the proposed pumper truck is 22” longer than the current truck and will fit (as per demo truck)

i) Report from the Director of Community Services re:  Establishing a Recreation & Parks Advisory Committee


The Director spoke regarding the committees to be established and advertised for volunteer members.  He advised:

· He had drafted a sample Terms of Reference and discussed receiving input from the public on a Parks & Recreation Plan, operational plans, ice allocations, etc. 
· Discussed term of the committee (three year roll-over) and composition of the committee (five public, two members of Council)

· Discussed Capital Programs i.e. Snowdon Park, Swimming Pool 

· Appointment of Chair discussed and it was questioned if it was appropriate for Council members to Chair
· Voting rights discussed

· Discussion regarding the split between Parks & Recreation & Events

· Input from Youth Committee and Engagement Committee may also be useful (layers of meetings discussed & consolidation of committees questioned )

· Promoters Group was noted and where they “fit” was questioned

· Potential to align committees was discussed & Director of Community Services and Councillors Neville and Gall to meet 

· Concern raised regarding pressure on staff resources

· Deferred to January Committee of the Whole Meeting

ii) Report from the Director of Community Services re:  Establishing an Events Committee

iii) Report from the Director of Community Services re:  Solar Power Installation Proposal


Discussion concerning today’s Green Power presentations included:

· Township’s asset = roof space (community centre, fire hall, etc.)

· No money in the 2011 budget for this proposal (would have to borrow from anticipated revenues)

· Landlord vs. owner/operator to consider

· Great opportunity but serious investigation required 

· Concern raised re:  who would be the project lead and revenue vs. costs.  Director stated that he is responsible for the arena building but other staff are responsible for other buildings and the project could potentially involve a number of Department Heads

· Concern was raised that the community centre and curling club are older buildings and professional engineering opinions regarding weight bearing (including winter snow) would be required
· reinforcement of the roof may be required
· Not anti-Green but there are hard costs to finance 

· Potential political risk  due to Provincial Election in 2011

· Don’t see this as a 2011 project 

· Township could possibly recognize less than $100,000 over 20 years

· We should not walk away from this project but we should also not rush into this project

· Mr. Stephens discussed “legacy assets” noting they were maxed out
