CALL TO ORDER


Reeve McMahon welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.

PRESENTATION

Reeve McMahon presented a plaque to Dr. Campioni in recognition of the years of service he dedicated to the patients of his practice.


Dr. Campioni thanked Council for their support of the Minden Medical Clinic and noted its importance.

DELEGATIONS

a) Malcolm McLean, Royal Canadian Legion, Branch 636, Minden re:  Cairn

Malcolm McLean, President of Royal Canadian Legion, Branch 636, Minden,  presented a cheque in the amount of $11,650 to honour their partnership with the Township in moving the Cairn to its new site.  He stated that the new location was a focal point in the Town, a place to remember the sacrifices of those who served their country.   He thanked the Director of Community Services, the CAO, the Past President, Veterans Affairs and local donors for making the project a reality.  Malcolm also advised that the Legion would donate $200 every year to help pay for flowers in Village Green.

Reeve McMahon thanked the Legion for their cheque and for the Township’s partnership with the Legion.

b) Betty Milford re:  Cat problem

Mrs. Milford advised that she had not received any correspondence from Council since her last attendance at Council.  She noted that they were still heavily bothered by cats.  She noted various articles concerning cats and humane treatment of cats.   She stated that regardless of what method of control (trapping, spaying/neuter/release) is used; cats should not be permitted to roam and should be contained to the owner’s property.  She further stated that cats should be licensed which in turn would be income for the Township.
The CBO advised that information was still being collected regarding feral cats, a proposed by-law for licensing cats, alternate shelter or facility for abandoned cats.  He outlined some of the issues regarding abandoned dogs and cats:

· Where to do we take them? 

· Does the Township build its own facility?

· Cost – pound costs a lot of money 
· Travel time if alternate facility used

· Domestic vs. feral cats

· Makes sense to license domestic cats

Mrs. Milford discussed problem cats on her street and reiterated that cats should be confined to the owner’s property, a license should be required and feral cats trapped.
The Reeve advised of a presentation to County Council on July 23rd and noted that the problem of feral cats also exists in Highlands East and Dysart.   It was noted that the Township does not have a pound for dogs or for cats.

It was suggested that this problem should be addressed by the County. 
The CBO is to prepare a report for Council’s consideration and is to keep Mrs. Milford informed.

c) Kelly Schollig re:  Request to reduce speed limit on Parkside Street (Letter from Roy & Matilda Truchan and memo from Road Superintendent attached.

Andy Schollig was present with a petition signed by 65 residents, requesting a reduction in the speed on Parkside Street.  He noted the following concerns:

· Many young children in the area

· Many seniors – some requiring special care

· Numerous walkers, especially from the river to the centre of town

· Increased traffic:   ball diamonds, Curling Club, Special Events, Arena, etc.

· No signage, no speed limit posted (some feel the speed is 80 km/hr since there is no speed limit posted – Mr. Schollig was advised that the speed limit is 50 km in town unless otherwise posted

· No police presence and Parkside Street has become a “thruway”
· School nearby

The following suggestions were discussed:

· Lower speed limit to 40 km/hour (include Prentice, Dick and Parkside Streets)
· Ask police to monitor

· Install speed bumps (hinders snow removal)
· Uniform Traffic By-law and Parking By-law required

· Poll residents re:  solutions

Council agreed that a letter be sent to the OPP requesting an increased presence on Prentice, Dick and Parkside Streets

d) Bryan Barlow re:  Extension of Boathouse Permit

Mr. Barlow advised that his building permit for a boathouse was due to expire and requested an extension.  He noted the following:

· Farms the property
· 100’ frontage on the Gull River offers farm/cottage lifestyle

· Proposes to build boathouse

· Bought shoreline road allowance in 2006

· Wife has been ill

· Requested extension until October 2008.

Council asked questions regarding:

· Placement of the boathouse (starting at the water and going back)

· Does owner own shoreline road allowance (yes)

The CBO’s report was tabled until after the presentation to County Council in July and a report back from the CBO.   It was noted there are many issues to consider, i.e.  facility to house cats and feral cats, transportation to alternate facility, pound requirements, etc.   Considerable discussion took place regarding different programs, (trap, neuter & release vs. trapping & euthanasia/cremation) and concern was expressed that the problem just gets moved around.
