DELEGATIONS

a) Sue Shikaze re:  Cycling Master Plan

Ms. Shikaze stated that the Cycling Master Plan was a part of the plan for creating a healthy, active community.  Her presentation included:

· Promotion of a healthy quality of life
· Long term document

· Opportunities for partnerships
· Road and off-road cycling ties in with transportation planning

· Reviewed current trends (boomers, travel & tourism, awareness of health, environmental concerns, cycling events, gas purchases)
· Implementation strategies

· Detailed the outcomes (bike racks, paved shoulders on County Roads, share the road campaign and signs)

· Discussed potential funding opportunities (Investing in Ontario, Gas Tax proceeds, Green Municipal Fund)

· Vision for cycling has been developed and may assist with funding opportunities

The Rail Trail was discussed and Ms. Shikaze noted that they had received considerable feedback with respect to the Rail Trail System.
Ms. Shikaze requested Council’s support at the County level, of the paved shoulder policy for roads, coming up for review, and further requested that Council adopt the Cycling Master Plan


Council agreed to support the Cycling Master Plan and referred the plan to the Director of Community Services and the Road Superintendent, with a report to come back to the March 2009 Committee of the Whole of Council Meeting with regards to the Budget, supporting the recommendations as they apply to Minden Hills.


Council thanked Ms. Shikaze stating that those involved had done a great job in developing the Master Plan and expressed hope that the Rail Trail would be tackled as it is a main linkage between municipalities.

b) Betty Milford re:  Cats

Ms. Milford clarified her response to a letter in the newspaper concerning cats.  She noted that she was not objecting to cats, simply what cats do.  Discussion ensued which included:
· TNR Program will not be in affect until 2009 – what do we do between now and then

· Cats are still roaming

· Cats have had a significant affect on a nearby swamp and its inhabitants

· Residents should be responsible for containing cats to their own property, just like dogs

· All tax payers should not have to pay for the TNR Program (tax dollars should be going to Doctors, etc.
· Questioned where cats go once they are released

· County should have animal shelter

· After two years of coming before Council, nothing has been done

· Six month trial of TNR discussed

Council stated that there were two problems:

1) irresponsible cat owners

2) no shelter for animals (this should be a County responsibility)

Council requested that the CBO prepare a draft by-law for November Council Meeting for the managing of domestic cats.  A number of Council members and the CBO advised that legislation requires the municipality to provide a pound/shelter if the Township is going to be involved in enforcing a by-law for cats.
