DELEGATIONS
a) Presentation by Representatives of Global Electric Electronic Processing Inc. (GEEP) 


The Environment & Property Operations Manager introduced the representatives from GEEP, Wallace MacKay and Nora Gavarre.  He noted:

· The Township had never previously held an e-waste day

· Council approved holding an e-waste day in 2010 and provided $3,000 in funding
· After considerable advertising, 45,000 pounds, (six large containers) of e-waste were collected and diverted from the landfill, which exceeded the 40,000 pounds noted in the agreement with GEEP

· $3,000 funding was not required

Mr. MacKay applauded the Township on the success of their e-waste day and the volume of e-waste diverted from the landfill and presented the Reeve with a plaque and a cheque in the amount of $746. 

It was questioned if the Township should continue holding an annual e-waste day or provide on-site disposal of e-waste and Mr. MacKay suggested that a combination of both special events and a regular drop off site would be most successful.  He noted that recycling must be convenient in order to be successful.  He also suggested that school children be involved.  Ms. Gavarre stated that she has worked with much larger communities and noted that the amount of e-waste diverted from the landfill was very impressive.


The Environment & Property Manager was thanked for his efforts. 

b) Diane Peacock re:  2010 Terry Fox Run


As Chair of the Terry Fox Run Committee, Ms. Peacock presented the Reeve and Council with a plaque in appreciation of Council’s support of the Run.  She stated that the Terry Fox Run would not take place without the support of Council and staff.  She noted that she was overwhelmed when the 2010 Minden Terry Fox Run surpassed the $14,000 goal.  Ms. Peacock expressed hope that the new Council would continue to support the annual Terry Fox Run.
c) Linda Kellett re:  Drainage problems on McKnight Drive & Anson Street


Mrs. Kellett described the excess water running down Peck Street to the river and noted the “swamp-like” conditions on McKnight Drive and Anson Street.  She stated she was bringing this to Council’s attention in the hope that something would be done.  She suggested that ditching could be done and the culvert kept open.  She noted that the residents of the two streets pay a lot towards the Township’s taxes and have made Anson and McKnight, nice streets.


Mrs. Kellett further discussed the original plans and noted the diversion of a tremendous volume of water from the Rockcliffe to McKnight Street and the water diverted from Home Hardware to McKnight Street.  She noted that some neighbours have spent a great deal of money trying to raise their property.

Further discussion noted that the culvert is higher on the “swamp” side than the river side and there is a portion of the year when the accumulating water is very bad.  It was noted that if the culvert was lowered and ditching completed there would be somewhere for the water to go


The matter was referred to the Road Superintendent for a solution and costing to be considered during the 2011 Budget.

d) Myke Malone, General Manager re:  Winterfest 2011


Myke Malone and Matt Trinnear were present to provide Council with an update to Council on the plans for Winterfest 2011.  He advised of the following:

· Haliburton County was awarded the Ontario Senior Games one year ago

· Partnerships have been made

· Reviewed organizational structure

· Logo encorporated

· 10 winter sports for those 55+(alpine skiing, badminton, curling, duplicate bridge, hockey, Nordic skiing, skating, table tennis, bowling and volleyball)
· 900 – 1100 athletes will participate

· 200+ coaches

· 400 volunteers needed

· 500+ spectators anticipated

· 500 medals to be awarded (gold, silver & bronze)

· 10,000 meals to be served

· 30 buses active throughout the three days of events

· 2,000 bed nights

· Opening Ceremonies to take place February 15th
· February 16th:  Hockey Night in Haliburton and Las Vegas musical review

· February 17th – Closing Night
· Requested that fees for the use of the Minden Hills Community Centre be waived

· Good internal controls

· Discussion re:  estimated useable life (time frames) of equipment and vehicles questioned.  The Treasurer advised that the equipment life span in question was a boat utilized by the Fire Department.


It was questioned if a surplus was the sign of poor financial management and the auditor stated that it always good and never bad to have a surplus. He noted that the Township nicely recovered from the previous year’s deficit.  The Auditor discussed the setting of the spring budget (projections) and noted that priorities can change throughout the year i.e. Stimulus Project funding, etc.  He stated that it was good that the Township lives within the spending limits instead of having to go to the tax payers.

The Auditor thanked staff for their cooperation and efforts in gathering the information required.  He noted that it was a very busy year and again thanked staff for their additional duties.


While present, Council was asked if they had any questions regarding the Treasurer’s Capital Asset Policy.  There were none.
