CALL TO ORDER


Reeve McMahon welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order.

PURPOSE OF THE MEETING


The Reeve advised that the purpose of the meeting was to consider a proposed by-law to regulate yard sales.  He noted that the proposed by-law regulates:

· No person shall sell any property other than personal property at any yard sale

· No yard sale shall operate for more than three (3) consecutive days

· No person/householder at a given address shall be entitled to hold any more than two (2) yard sales per calendar year

The Clerk advised of a letter received from the Algonquin Woodland Metis Aboriginal Tribe, stating that yard sales are a large part of their culture as historic traders as “independents.”

Hearing none, the Reeve stated that this completed the Public Meeting process.   A by-law to regulate yard sales would be referred to the by-law portion of the November 27th Council Meeting.
